Welcome to September! | hope you all are doing well with the state of the World and that you are staying safe. | wanted to go
over some COVID issues that are related to Medicare coverage. There is a website: coronavirus.gov-that can give you the latest
information on prevention, symptoms and the answers to the most common questions. As you know, there is no cure or vaccine
for the virus at this time. There are, however, many scam cures going around. Please hang up on any calls about miracle cures and
do not open emails about those types of things. Never give out personal information to an unknown caller. When there is a

vaccine approved, Medicare will cover the cost. You pay nothing for the COVID test with Original Medicare when you get it
from a laboratory, pharmacy, doctor, or hospital. Medicare Advantage Plans can’t charge copayments, deductibles, or

coinsurance for clinical lab tests to detect or diagnose COVID-19. Medicare will also cover the antibody test as long as the test
is FDA approved. Beware of pop-up testing sites in vacant lots that charge $100-200. If you have to go to a Skilled Nursing Facility
(SNF) the 3-day hospital rule has been waived for the duration of the Public Health Emergency. You can be admitted to a SNF from
your home, your doctor's office or from the hospital.

By the end of September you should be receiving an Annual Notice of Change (ANOC) from either your Part D prescription drug
plan or your Medicare Advantage plan detailing the changes to your plan for 2021. Please do not ignore this letter/packet. You will
need this information to decide if you will keep your current plan or if you want to change to a new plan during Medicare Open
Enrollment (October 15-December 7). Our office will be available to help you review your plan and help make a change, if needed.
We will not be able to make appointments at the Senior Center this year. Please call me (Dawn Loper) at 801-229-3810 with
guestions about Medicare and for information about the Part D Extra Help Program.
